1. CALL TO ORDER 

Chair Kati Bell called the Regular Meeting of the Children & Families Commission to order at 6:08 p.m.

2. COMMENT

4. NEW BUSINESS

4.1       Budget Revisions 2009/2010 Budget

Fisher presented a list of requested budget revisions. Commissioner Johnson discussed some possibilities that the Alpine Threads may resume publication in the future via electronic means in order to cut printing costs. There was also discussion about the likelihood of several community and departmental newsletters combining into a single publication. The Alpine Threads budget was simply money-in/money-out, and the revision reflects the actual amount of money taken in and expended for Alpine Threads. Fisher explained that the sustainability dollars had not been included in the budget in past years, but that ELC and Bear Valley sustainability dollars were being added to the budget upon the advice of Janis Doyal.

5. REPORTS

School Readiness Coordinator

Fisher reported for Bernie Combs that State Preschool starts the day after Labor Day, and that recruiting efforts are underway for openings. Combs has been working on State Preschool paperwork and files.

Commissioners

Commissioner Johnson reported that a soap box derby will be held in Bear Valley on Saturday, September 5.

Commissioner Harvey reported that an adoption options training seminar has been rescheduled for October. The seminar will provide training on how to counsel those who wish to place a child in an adoptive home.

Commissioner Harvey reported that H1N1 virus precaution handouts have been given out to families, and thermometers are being distributed to each home. Vaccinations for the H1N1 virus have been delayed.

Executive Director

Fisher reported that he has reviewed preliminary fiscal year budget numbers with Janis Doyal. ELC expenditures appear to be significantly lower than projected upon initial review, but further analysis will be done to identify the areas contributing to the difference. Hard numbers will be available at the next regular meeting of the Children and Families Commission. Audit outcomes and the Annual Report will be reviewed at that time. The budget audit will be performed on September 16 and September 17.
Fisher reported that the health activity van will be staged at the Learning Center and open to the community on September 10 from 11:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. The van offers preschool oriented health related learning activities and information.

Fisher reported that the First 5 California has approved 81.4 million dollars to restore the Healthy Families program for children ages 0-5. Counties have not yet been asked to contribute. A release prepared by First 5 California was reviewed by the Commission.

Fisher reported that First 5 California would not continue the School Readiness program after next year (2010/2011). However, the program is funded through that fiscal year.

Fisher noted that the Annual Report is due to the State on November 1. Some deficiencies in the prior year’s report are being addressed.
